5. FIRE FIGHTING MEASURES

Spillage If the cylinder is leaking, eliminate all potential ignition sources and evacuate area of personnel. Inform
manufacturer/supplier of leak. Wear appropriate PPE and carefully move it to a well ventilated remote area, then
allow to discharge. Do not attempt to repair leaking valve or cylinder safety devices.

Handling

Do not store near sources of ignition or incompatible materials. Cylinders should be stored below 45°C in a secure
area, upright and restrained to prevent cylinders from falling. Cylinders should also be stored in a dry, well
ventilated area constructed of non-combustible material with firm level floor (preferably concrete), away from areas
of heavy traffic and emergency exits.

Summary

Asphyxiant gas. Symptoms of exposure are directly related to displacement of oxygen from air. As the amount of
oxygen inhaled is reduced from 21-14% volume, the pulse rate will accelerate and the rate and volume of
breathing will increase. The ability to maintain attention and think clearly is diminished, muscular co-ordination is
somewhat disturbed. As oxygen decreases from 14-10% volume, judgement becomes faulty, severe injuries may
cause no pain. Muscular effort may lead to rapid fatigue. Further reduction to 6% may cause nausea and vomiting.
Ability to move may be lost. Permanent brain damage may result even after resuscitation from exposure to this
low level of oxygen. Below 6% breathing is in gasps and convulsions may occur. Inhalation of a mixture containing
no oxygen may result in unconsciousness from the first breath and death will follow in minutes. When released
into air the concentration of carbon dioxide is diluted. Carbon dioxide concentrations of 3 to 5 vol% in air cause
increased respiration and headache. Adverse health affects to long term exposure to carbon dioxide have not
been reported. However in environments such as submarines where exposure to levels of 0.5 - 1.0% may occur,
specialist medical opinion should be sought on the effects of long term exposure.
